Congress leader Rahul Gandhi 
on Wednesday launched a 
scathing attack on Prime Min- 
ister Narendra Modi, accusing 

him of manipulating elections 
through "vote chori" — steal- 
ing, cutting, and inflating 
votes. 

Tamil Nadu Chief Minister 
MK Stalin, who joined Rahul 

in the "Voter Adhikar Yatra", 

also called the deletion of 
people from the electoral rolls 
“worse than terrorism”. Rahul 
was also joined by Priyanka 
Gandhi, who accompanied 

her brother till Muzaffarpur 
before flying back to Delhi. 
Earlier, she had joined the 

yatra at Supaul on Tuesday. 
Stalin, who attended the 

yatra at Shahi Darbar along 
the National Highway 57 at Ba- 
ruar in Muzaffarpur district, 

soon became the centre of at- 
traction among the Indian Na- 
tional Developmental 
Inclusive Alliance (INDIA) 
supporters. His sister and Lok 
Sabha member from Thoot- 
hukudi constituency, Kani- 
mozhi Karunanidhi, 

accompanied him. 

Congress leader Rahul Gandhi, Tamil Nadu Chief Minister MK Stalin and DMK MP 
Kanimozhi during the Voter Adhikar Yatra, in Bihar 

“Narendra Modi wins elec- 
tions through ‘vote chori 
(stealing of votes), getting 
them cut, or increasing their 

number. The Election Com- 
mission (EC) helps Modi and 
Union Home Minister Amit 
Shah in this,” Rahul said while 

participating in a dialogue 
with the people at Jarang High 
School at Gaighat in Muzaffar- 
pur district. 

The Congress MP from the 
Rae Bareli constituency in 
Uttar Pradesh added further 

that Modi, Shah and the EC 

were stealing votes for the past 
10 years to suppress the voice 

of the people’s heart. 
Rahul, who is the leader of 

the Opposition in the Lok 
Sabha, added that he started 

understanding it and getting its 
evidence in 2023, but the Modi 

government passed a law to 
ensure that no legal action 
could be undertaken against 
the election commissioners. 

“That law was silently, 

stealthily passed because the 

PTI 

election commissioners were 

helping in 'vote chori'. What 
was the need for the law if 
they were working honestly? 
The stealing of votes is aimed 
against the Dalits, other back- 

wards classes, extremely back- 

wards castes, the minorities, 

and the poor among the gen- 
eral castes,” Rahul added. 

Speaking further on the oc- 
casion, the Congress leader 

gave two guarantees to the 
people - removing the 50 per 
cent ceiling of reservation and 

conducting a caste census in 

the country — if his party came 
to power. 

“I give a guarantee that the 
Congress will break the 50 per 
cent wall of reservation in the 
country, crush it to powder, 
and throw it away. The second 
guarantee, which I have al- 

ready told Modj, is that we will 

conduct a caste census. It will 
reveal everything and separate 
milk from water (oil from 
water),” Rahul said. 

The Congress leader as- 
serted that the “Gujarat Model” 
was not an economic model, 

but was associated with the 
stealing of votes, and has 

travelled from Gujarat to the 
Centre and later implemented 
in states like Maharashtra, Ha- 

ryana and Karnataka. Partici- 
pating in the dialogue of the 
yatra leaders with the people, 
Stalin asserted that the “strik- 
ing off the names of 65 lakh 
voters from the electoral rolls 
was the murder of democracy” 

“Isn't removing the names 
of the people residing in their 
own motherland and place of 
birth more dangerous than 
terrorism?

rolls. With just six days left for 
filing claims and objections, 
the process will conclude on 
September L 

According to the daily bull- 
etin issued by the ECI on Tues- 
day, political parties have 
submitted a total of 10 claims 
and objections regarding the 
draft electoral roll published 
on August L 

Exactly 162,453 claims and 

objections were filed directly 
by electors, of which 17,516 have 

been disposed of after verifi- 
cation. The Commission also 
noted that 4,33,214 new forms 

were received from individuals 
attaining the age of 18 years or 

above, including six forms sub- 

mitted through Booth Level 
Agents (BLAs). 

The ECI emphasised that all 
claims and objections will be 
processed only after the man- 
datory seven-day notice period 
and proper verification of eligi- 
bility by the Electoral Registra- 
tion Officer (ERO) or Assistant 
ERO.

Bihar Leader of the Opposi- 
tion Tejashwi Yadav claimed 
on Wednesday that after the 
deletion of names from the 
voter list, the ruling NDA will 

also cut down the names of 
the citizens from the ration 
cards and stop the pensions 
of the elderly people. 

“NDA is stealing votes 
through the Election Com- 
mission of India. Once the 
name is cut from the voter 
list, they will also cut your 
name from the ration card 
and stop pensions and other 
government benefits. This is 
an attack on the citizenship 
of the people,” Tejashwi 
Yadav said while addressing 
the Voter Adhikar Yatra in 
Gaighat, Muzaffarpur. 

Accusing the ruling NDA 
of “stealing votes” through 
the ongoing Special Inten- 
sive Revision (SIR) of the 
voter list, Yadav coined a 

new phrase for the NDA al- 
liance, terming it ‘Nahi 

Denge Adhikar’. 
The RJD leader alleged 

that Prime Minister Nar- 
endra Modi wants to “snatch 
the right to vote”, but as- 

serted that the people of 
Bihar are vigilant and would 
resist any such attempt. 

He also took a swipe at 

RID leader Tejashwi 
Yadav during Voter 
Adhikar Yatra, in Bihar 

Chief Minister Nitish Kumar, 

referring to him as being in 
an “unconscious stage” and 
accusing his government of

Yadav cited the case of a 
minor girl in Muzaffarpur 
who was raped and later died 
after being denied a hospital 
bed, calling the government 
“extremely insensitive.”
